2 Safety Directions 
Please read this instruction manual carefully before first use. It is advisable to keep 
this instruction manual for future reference. 
 
DO NOT vacuum water, wet objects, liquids, ashes, hot coals, cigarette butts, 
matches or any hot, smoking or burning objects, etc. 
 
DO NOT pick up flammable or combustible materials (i.e., lighter fluid, petrol, 
kerosene, etc.) or use in the presence of explosive liquids or vapour. 
 
DO NOT pick up toxic material (i.e., chlorine bleach, ammonia, drain cleaner, etc.) 
 
DO NOT vacuum Toner (for laser printers, copy machines etc.) as there is a risk 
of fire and explosion. 
 
DO NOT vacuum plaster dust, cement dust etc. as the filter will block very quickly. 
 
DO NOT use the vacuum without the filter fitted. 
 
DO NOT store or use the appliance near high-temperature areas. 
 
DO NOT run over the charger cable with the vacuum cleaner. 
 
DO NOT use the vacuum cleaner if it is blocked. Turn off and clear all blockages 
before continuing. 
 
DO NOT use the vacuum cleaner with a blocked filter. Clean the filter before 
continuing. (refer to User Maintenance section). 

 
DO NOT use the vacuum cleaner if the appliance malfunctions, abnormal noise, 
smells, or smoke, is dropped or damaged in any manner or if any breakage is 
found during the operation.  
 
For electrical safety, any repairs to the product must be performed by a qualified 
electrical person only, or the product must be disposed of.  
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DO NOT misuse the Charger Cable. Never pull the appliance by the cable or pull 
to disconnect it from the outlet. Instead, grasp the charger body and pull to 
disconnect. 
 
DO NOT use the vacuum cleaner to pick up large objects, hard or sharp objects 
such as glass, nails, screws, coins, etc. that are likely to cause damage.

DO keep hair, loose clothing, fingers, feet and body parts away from openings or 
moving parts. 
 
DO disconnect the Charger from the power supply when not in use,  
 
DO use only on dry, indoor surfaces. 
 
DO use only as described in this manual. Use only the manufacturer's 
recommended attachments. 
 
DO Keep the Charger Cable away from heated surfaces. 
 
DO Keep all openings free of dust, lint, hair, and anything that may reduce airflow. 
 
DO use extra care when vacuuming on stairs. 
 
DO keep your work area well-lit. 
 
DO store your appliance indoors in a cool dry area.

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5 Assembly Method 
Please Note: Always remove the Battery Charger from the power socket 
before assembly. 

 

5.1 Assembling the Extension Tube 
Insert the top end of the Extension Tube into the mating hole in the vacuum 
cleaner body ensuring the locking tabs are aligned, then push inward until it 
locks into place. 

5.2 Removing the Extension Tube 
To remove the Extension Tube, press the two locking buttons in to release 
then pull the tube straight out. 

5.3 Attaching the Motorised Floor Head 
To attach the motorised floor head to the other end of the extension tube, 
insert the end of the Extension Tube into the end of the Floor Head, ensuring 
the locking tabs are aligned, then push inward until it locks into place. 
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5.4 Removing the Motorised Floor Head 
To remove the Motorised Floor Head, grasp the Motorised Floor Head, press 
the locking buttons inward to release, then pull the Tube straight up and out. 

5.5 Using Without the Extension Tube. 
The vacuum cleaner can be used without the extension tube by attaching the 
Accessories and Motorised Floor Head directly to the vacuum cleaner. 
 
To attach and remove, follow the same steps as if using the Extension tube. 

5.6 Tools and Tool Storage 
Crevice / Brush Tool 

 
The Crevice / Brush tool is for cleaning furniture and into corners etc. 

 
 

To use the Brush tool, press the release button to 
unlatch and slide the brush down until it locks in place. 

 
 
 

To use the Crevice tool, press the release button to 
unlatch and slide the brush up until it locks in place. 
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To fit the tool, line up with the end of the hand vac and push in. 

 
Note: The tool can also be used on the end of the Extension Tube. 

 
To remove, press the two locking buttons in to release and then pull the tool 
straight out. 

 
 
Tool Holder. Located on the Charging Dock / Storage Bracket. 
 
Attach the Tool by pushing it into the hole underneath the bracket as shown. 
 
To remove, grasp the tool and pull straight down and out. 

  

Both Sides 
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5.7 Insertion and Removal of Battery 
Note:  Charge the Vacuum Cleaner for at least 5 hours before use. 
 
Only use the Battery Charger which was supplied with this appliance. 
 
Insert the battery into the back of the vacuum cleaner body and push it all the 
way in until it locks in place. 
 
Note: The Battery can only be inserted in one direction as shown 

To Remove the battery, press the release button located inside the handle 
area, and at the same time, pull the battery straight out. 

5.8 Charging 
The Charging Dock / Storage Bracket can be attached to the wall with the 
supplied wall plugs and screws. 
 
Refer to the section “Storage” for instructions on mounting the Charging Dock 
/ Storage Bracket to the wall. 
 
With the battery inserted into the vacuum cleaner, slide the vacuum cleaner 
into the charging dock. 
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Plug the Power Adaptor into the power point and switch it on. 
 
During Charging, the indicator light bars on the handle will illuminate in order 
of charge state and will blink indicating the battery is charging. 
 
The digital readout will also display the percentage of charge. 

The digital readout will show 100% when fully charged. 
 
When the battery is fully charged, switch off and unplug the battery charger 
from the power supply. 
 
When fully charged, the Vacuum Cleaner is ready for use. 
 
IMPORTANT: 
NEVER BLOCK ANY VENTS OR OPENINGS OR COVER THE UNIT WHILE 
CHARGING. 
 

6 Using the Vacuum Cleaner 
6.1 On / Off 

To use the Vacuum Cleaner, assemble the unit as previously instructed and 
ensure the battery is fully charged. 
 
To switch it on, grasp the handle and squeeze the button on the handle in. The 
vacuum cleaner will start in the default power mode. 
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Squeeze the button on the handle in again to turn Off. 
 
Note: The vacuum cleaner cannot be started when charging. 
 

6.2 Speed Control 
6.2.1 Default Mode 

When the vacuum cleaner is first switched on for use, it will default to the 
Medium setting as indicated by the light ring around the control panel 
illumination to half the circle and will remain on this setting unless manually 

changed. 
6.2.2 Turbo Mode 

 
Whilst the vacuum cleaner is running, press the “Turbo” button on the control 
panel once. The vacuum cleaner will change to high power mode and the Light 
Ring will illuminate all the way around as well as the Turbo Button will 
illuminate. 

 
Press the same button again and it will change back to default power mode. 
 
Or squeeze the button on the handle in again to turn it Off. 
 
Note: Using the Turbo Mode will use the battery power quicker than in the 
Default Mode setting. 
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6.2.3 Auto Mode 
 
Whilst the vacuum cleaner is running, press the “Auto” button on the control 
panel once. The vacuum cleaner will change to minimum power mode and the 
Light Ring will illuminate at the start of the light ring, as well as the Auto Button 
will illuminate. 

During use, depending on the floor surface and the amount of dust the vacuum 
cleaner is picking up, the vacuum cleaner's suction will automatically adjust to 
the required power. 
 
Press the same button again and it will change back to default power mode. 
 
Or squeeze the button on the handle in again to turn it Off. 
 

7 Indicator Lights 
7.1 Jammed Floor Head Brush 

The vacuum cleaner is fitted with a sensor that detects if the floor head rotary 
brush gets jammed. 
 
If the brush gets jammed, the Floor Head will turn off and a Red indicator light 
will blink on and off. 

Refer to the “Cleaning the Motorised Floor Head” section in this manual on 
how to clear a floor head jam. 
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7.2 Total Filter Blockage / Air Flow Blockage 
The vacuum cleaner is fitted with a sensor that detects if the filter is totally 
blocked or if there is a total airflow blockage. 
 
If the filter becomes totally blocked, or if there is a total airflow blockage, the 
Red indicator light will blink on and off. 

Refer to the “Cleaning the Filter” section in this manual on how to clean or 
replace the main filter. 
 

7.3 Battery Over Temperature 
The vacuum cleaner is fitted with a temperature sensor which detects if the 
battery is too hot for charging or gets too hot while charging. 
 
For example, if the vacuum cleaner has been used on Turbo Mode for the full 
duration of the battery charge, due to the high current draw of the motor, the 
battery will get hot. 
 
This is quite normal; however, it is not good to recharge a hot battery so to 
prevent damage to the battery, the vacuum cleaner will not allow the battery 
to be charged until it has cooled down enough. 
 
If the battery is too hot to charge, a “°C” symbol will show in Red colour. If this 
happens, remove the vacuum cleaner from the charging dock and let sit for 15 
– 30 minutes and then try again. 
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8 Emptying the Dust Canister 
To empty the dust canister, you can either take the vacuum cleaner to the bin 
and open the trap door to empty it, or you can remove the Dust Canister from 
the vacuum cleaner first. 
 
To Remove the dust canister, whilst holding the vacuum cleaner body with one 
hand, grasp the dust canister with your other hand and rotate the dust canister 
anticlockwise to unlock it, then pull forward. 

 
 
Take the dust canister to a dustbin. 
 
Unclip the latch on the Trap Door and the trap door will swing open emptying 
the contents into the bin. 
 

To close the trap door, close it manually until it clips shut. 
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Empty the Dust Canister as frequently as possible or when the suction power is 
reduced or after use for optimum performance. 
 
Note: At the same time, you can brush the inside of the dust canister with a 
small brush or use water to wash Refer to section “Cleaning the Filter”. 
 
To refit the Dust Canister into the vacuum cleaner, ensure the trap door is 
latched shut. 
 
Place the dust canister into the vacuum cleaner body and then push inward as 
shown to align the locking tabs. Rotate the dust canister clockwise until the Lock 
Symbol aligns with the arrow as shown. 

 

9 User Maintenance 
WARNING: The battery must be removed from the vacuum cleaner before any 
maintenance, cleaning or replacement of parts. 
 
NOTE: To maximise the performance of your vacuum cleaner, you should 
clean the filters regularly. 
 
If the filter is broken or worn, replace it before continuing to use the vacuum. 
 
A new filter can be purchased from our Customer Service. You can call our 
customer service number: 1300 105 888 (Australia) and 09 8870 447 (New 
Zealand), or via email info@hegroup.com.au 
 

9.1 Cleaning the Filters 
Important Note – The Filters must be cleaned regularly for the best suction 
performance and to prevent overheating and damage to your vacuum 
cleaner. 
 
Cleaning is best done at the same time when emptying the dust Canister 
after you have finished vacuuming for the day.

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NOTE: Never use the vacuum cleaner with a wet or damp filter or without the 
filter fitted. 
 
Using a wet or damp filter will damage the filter, may cause serious damage 
to the vacuum cleaner and will void your warranty. 
 
Only wash the white filter if it is very dirty, otherwise just tap the edge of the 
filter on a hard surface to dislodge any dust and debris. 
 
To access the filters, first remove the dust canister from the vacuum cleaner 
body as described in the section “Emptying the Dust Canister”. 
 
Grasp the filter assembly and pull it up and out to remove it. 

Grasp the outer filter body and with the other hand, grasp the tabs of the 
inner filter and rotate anticlockwise to unlock, then pull up and out. 
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Wash the filters in warm mild soapy water, rinse in clean fresh cold water 
and let completely dry. 
 
DO NOT scrub the filters or place them in a dishwasher. 
 
DO NOT use a hair dryer to dry the filters. 
 
Refit the inner filter (or replace it with a new one) in the reverse method used 
for disassembly and rotate fully clockwise to lock.  

 
 

9.2 Cleaning Dust Canister 
Remove the dust canister as described previously and remove the Filter 
assembly as described previously. 
 
Wash the dust canister in warm mild soapy water, rinse in clean fresh cold 
water and let completely dry. 

 
DO NOT scrub the dust canister or place it in a dishwasher. 
 
DO NOT use a hair dryer to dry the dust canister. 
 
Reassemble and Refit the in the reverse method used for disassembly. 
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9.3 Cleaning the Vacuum Cleaner Body and Tools 
Do not clean the vacuum cleaner, components or accessories using petrol 
or any other flammable liquid or solvents, etc. 
 
Clean only the outside of the vacuum cleaner. 
 
Use only a moist cloth and mild detergent for cleaning the vacuum cleaner, 
components and accessories. 
 
After cleaning, wipe off the moisture on the vacuum cleaner, components 
and accessories with a dry cloth. 
 
Do Not place accessories / components in a dishwasher. 
 

9.4 Cleaning the Motorised Floor Head 
The Rotary Brush in the floor head can be removed for easy cleaning and 
removal of hair etc. 
 
Ensure the Floor Head is removed from the extension tube or 
vacuum cleaner first. 
 
Turn over so that the bottom face is facing up. 

There is a small tab on the right side which needs to be pushed up to unlock 
the retaining plate.  
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When unlocked, swing up the retaining plate as shown. 

 
Grasp the rotary brush and lift up while sliding to the right and lift out. 

Remove any hair, thread, debris etc. that may have caught around the brush, 
end bearings, wheels or stuck in the openings. 
 
After cleaning, refit the brush in the reverse order to disassembling. 
 
Note: The brush can only be fitted in one direction as follows.  
 
Align the end of the brush onto its drive spindle and rotate the brush until it 
slides down onto the spindle, then push down on the brush until it is located 
in position. 
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Flip closed the retaining plate and push down firmly to lock. 

10 Storage 
When finished using the vacuum cleaner, empty the dust canister and clean 
the filters.  
 
You can either recharge the battery first or store it away in a dry cool place. 
 
Switch off and unplug the battery charger when not in use, or when fully 
charged. 
 

10.1 Wall Mount 
There is a Charging Dock / Storage Bracket supplied 
with screws and wall plugs should you prefer to hang the 
vacuum cleaner on the wall. 
 
To install the Charging Dock / Storage Bracket position the Charging Dock 
/ Storage Bracket on the wall, near a power point and at a suitable height 
where the vacuum cleaner will not touch the floor. 
 
Mark the screw holes through onto the wall. 
 
Using a suitable drill (wood drill bit for timber walls, or masonry drill bit for 
brick / concrete walls, and drill holes Ø6mm and 35 - 40mm deep. 
 
Insert the plastic wall plugs into each hole and gently hammer in until they 
are flush with the wall, place the Charging Dock / Storage Bracket over the 
holes then insert the screws and tighten up. Do Not Overtighten. 
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Hang the vacuum cleaner as shown:

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11 Troubleshooting 
Will Not Switch On Check that the Battery is fully charged. 

The Floor Head turned off 
and the red symbol

Allow the battery to cool down for 15 – 30 minutes and then try 
again. 

Noisy operation 
Clean the Filter and empty the Dust Canister 

Check for partial blockages and unblock. 

Suction Not Strong  

Clean the Filter and empty the Dust Canister. 
Check for blockages and unblock. 
Check that the Battery is fully charged. 
 
Please call 1300 105 888 to order a new Filter or Battery. 
Speed setting may only be set too Low. Press the “Turbo” 
Button to select the Highest power mode. 
Filter Assembly inside the dust canister has been installed 
incorrectly. Refer to the section “Cleaning the Filters” for correct 
installation. 

Floor Head hard to push 

The Rotary Brush in the floor head may be jammed with debris 
etc. 
 
Ensure the Vacuum Cleaner is switched off, and the battery 
removed then remove the debris from the brush. 
 
Or the carpet pile may be too long. 

Static Shock 

In some rare instances, one or two users may feel an electric 
discharge when touching or using the vacuum cleaner during 
or after use. This is a well know phenomenon of Static 
Electricity discharge that happens mostly when the user 
vacuums a synthetic fibre carpet or other synthetic surfaces. It 
can also be more prevalent in dry and cool environments. 
Although the feeling of Static Electricity can be unpleasant for 
the user, it is not dangerous and is not a fault of the vacuum 
cleaner. If this static discharge is a problem for the user, the 
user could try wearing insulating footwear during vacuuming 
(i.e., rubber or leather soles) or increase the humidity / heat 
level in the surrounding environment or both.
