Congratulations on the purchase of your new Mug Warmer. Before 
using your new heater, it is important that you read and follow the 
instructions in this Use and Care booklet, even if you feel that you 
are quite familiar with this appliance. Find a place to keep this 
booklet handy for future reference. Attention is drawn to section 
dealing with ‘IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS’.

This appliance has been designed to operate from a 12Vd.c. USB 
power outlet. It is not intended for industrial or commercial use.

OPERATION 

Always choose a safe location for the coffee mug warmer, keeping 
in mind the safety precautions outlined. Ensure all packaging has 
been removed from the appliance before use. Please follow the 
below instructions.

IMPORTANT NOTE: The appliance operates with a 12Vd.c. power 
source at 1.5A, 18W. If connected to a 5Vd.c. or 9Vd.c. power 
source, It cannot reach the required temperature. Ensure that a 12V 
d.c. power source is used for proper operation.

We recommend using a power adapter capable of delivering a 
12Vd.c. 1.5A (18W) output for optimal performance. If the device 
is connected to a laptop via a USB cable, ensure that the laptop’s 
USB port can support 12Vd.c. 1.5A (18W) output to meet the power 
requirements.

WARNING: Do not use mugs or containers that are not heat-safe.

NOTE: SUITABLE FOR STAINLESS STEEL CUP, GLASS CUP, 
CERAMIC/PORCELAIN MUG

1. 	Place the appliance on a flat, stable, and heat-resistant surface. 
Connect the USB cable to the Type-C socket on the appliance, 
and then plug it into a 12Vd.c. USB-C power source.

2. 	Press the power button to turn on the appliance. The indicator 
light will cycle through blue, purple, and red for 1 second each, 
followed by flashing blue with two beeps, indicating standby 
mode. If no activity occurs within 3 minutes, the appliance will 
automatically turn off.
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3. 	In standby mode, press the power button once to enter heating 
mode. Press the button repeatedly to cycle through the three 
heating modes, indicated by the following colors: blue → purple 
→ red → blue.

• 	 Blue Light: Heats to approx. 40°C and maintains for 8 hours, 
then automatically shuts off.

• 	 Purple Light: Heats to approx. 50°C and maintains for 8 hours, 
then automatically shuts off.

• 	 Red Light: Heats to approx. 60°C and maintains for 8 hours, 
then automatically shuts off.

4. Place a heat-safe mug or container of your choice directly onto 
the heating surface.

	 Note: For best heating results, use mugs or containers 
with flat bottoms.

5. During operation, press the power button once to switch 
between the different heating modes.

6. To turn off the appliance after use, press and hold the power 
button for 2 seconds until the indicator light goes off.
